Because we want to invest in you, we will commit to
covering the costs for you to attend Winter Camp in July
2017, and the Abbey in August 2017. We'll also cover the
costs of dinner at our monthly trainings, the weekend
away at the beginning of December and the local ministry
exchange in May too.

The main cost for you will be the overseas trip to Fiji in
December. The estimated cost of this is $2,200*.

As a group we’ll organise to do some fundraising together,
but we do suggest that you work with your church and
community to raise the funds as well.

*On acceptance of your application we will ask for a $200 deposit to
secure your place in the group (due 30 June). This deposit will go towards

the cost of the trip to Fiji. The remaining $2,000 will be due in mid-
October.
